Summary

A complex of 7 stone built ruined cottages set around a courtyard and well. The site has approval for use as a gite holiday rental complex. The buildings could be rebuilt and renovated or the owner advises that the Local Council would be amenable to new build on the site following demolition. The site is approximately three miles from the town of Bourbriac and 12 miles north-east of Callac. The nearest port is the Port of Roscoff, with frequent ferry crossings from Plymouth, whilst St. Brieuc Armor Airport is approximately 28.5 kilometres from Bourbriac. The site is owned by an English owner based in the U.K. for ease of purchase.                        

The Site 

The site is at the end of a small village with road frontage. Many materials to build remain on site including feature granite, building stone, slate and some timbers. 

The Area

The site is about 3 miles from Bourbriac, a small town with an 11th century church and shops all around the central square. The town also has a small supermarket and a petrol station. The site is also some 12 miles north-east of Callac, a vibrant market town with traditional bakers, butchers, pharmacy and newsagent, as well as numerous bars and two supermarkets open throughout the week, with the market on a Wednesday. The town also offers a gymnasium and sports facilities, a 24 hour petrol station and a railway station to Guingamp and Carhaix and via these to the rest of France on the TGV. Callac has the ruins of a 12th century castle, an association with the sturdy Breton horse and is today the main centre of breeding for the Breton Spaniel. Callac also plays host to Europe’s 3rd largest cycling event ‘Le Pierre Le Bigout’ which starts from the town. The area is known, even by the locals, as ‘petit Bretagne,’ or little Britain, but with the benefit of a milder climate than the U.K. and within 30 miles of the coast.
