Summary

A detailed planning consent has been granted for a two-storey, three bedroom detached house of approximately 1300sq.ft in a conservation area noted for its medieval architecture. The plans indicate a building of natural stone in keeping with the sensitivity of the area. The plans also allow for 2 off-road parking spaces, a turning area and gardens. 

The Site 

The site is clear and has a gentle slope from north to south across the site, dropping about 2 metres. The plot is approximately 450sq.m and was formerly a market-garden. The retaining wall along the north boundary will need to be partly demolished to allow for the new access.  

The Area

Axbridge is an historic market town with a population of around 2000 people, situated on the southern edge of the Mendip Hills. The name derives from the 9th century ‘Bridge over the River Axe.’ The town is mentioned in the Domesday Survey of 1086, whilst an early Royal Charter allowed the town to hold markets and fairs. Axbridge even had its own mint, with coins showing The Lamb and Flag. It is a Designated Conservation Area with some narrow winding medieval streets, preserved architecture and the Grade 1 Listed 13th century Church of St. John. The other notable building is King John’s Hunting Lodge, now a museum. Axbridge has a primary school, post office, local shop, butchers and chemist as well as two pubs and a restaurant. There are regular farmers markets held on a Saturday morning. Cheddar is about 2 miles from Axbridge, world-renowned for the Cheddar Gorge and caves and of course Cheddar Cheese. Cheddar has excellent primary and secondary education, including the sought-after Kings of Wessex School. The town has a Tesco Express and Budgen’s Supermarket, two very good Indian Restaurants, many varied and local shops, pubs and hotels.

The Council has granted a detailed planning consent.
