Summary

The land is 94 acres of woodland, currently planted mainly to Sitka Spruce but also with mixed broadleaves. The land has road frontage to two sides and is just 8 miles from the Cardigan Bay coast and the popular tourist destination of New Quay. The land is also approximately 8 miles from the University town of Lampeter. The land has a large main entrance and other forestry entrances. There is a good internal road leading into the north- central area and established ponds and forestry trails are also a feature of the land. This site is mainly level, gently sloping in places varying from 760 to 820 feet above sea-level. The soil is a rich mixture of mineral and organic, with an average rainfall of 50 inches per annum. The town is on the Ceridigion Marine Heritage coastline, noted for its abundance of marine wildlife and particularly the bottlenose dolphin. New Quay has many coastal footpaths with spectacular views across the Cardigan Bay to Snowdonia. The land is also approximately 8 miles from Lampeter, the smallest University town in the U.K., having a theatre, museum and many independent shops as well as a population of around 3000 people. This whole area is perhaps most noted for its association with Dylan Thomas (1914-1953), Wales foremost English language poet and playwright and author of ‘Under Milk Wood’ amongst other notable works. He worked and lived in several locations in the Ceredigion region before dying at a young age whilst touring in the U.S.A.
