Summary

A detailed planning consent has been granted for a large detached two-storey house of approximately 1969sq ft. The plans indicate three bedrooms and a study, the house appears large enough for five bedrooms. The plans also allow for gardens and off-road parking for 3 cars, with a detached double garage (if required, the garage has not been included in our appraisal). The plot has extensive and uninterrupted views of The Bristol Channel and the plot leads down onto the beach. 

The Site 

The plot is approximately 7500sq ft and there is currently a small garage and single office room on the plot that will need to be removed to allow for the new development. The plot is level but will require some digging out. The plot is set well back from the road and orientated towards the sea-views. 
The Area

The village lies between Burnham-on-Sea and Weston-Super-Mare, close to The Promontory of Brean Down, which stretches 1.5 miles into the Bristol Channel and rises 98 metres above sea-level. The Brean Down Fort sits at the edge of its slope. Brean has a sandy beach, noted for its land yacht races and a temperate climate, averaging 21 degrees Celsius in the summer months. The village has a post office, local shops, and a pub. It also attracts tourists, being drawn to the Tropical Bird Garden and Brean Leisure Park further along the coast. The nearest caravan park is owner-occupied. Burnham-on-Sea is five miles along the coast, a popular seaside resort with a local population of 18,500 people. The town has a very good high street with banks, cafes, bakers, delicatessens and three large supermarkets nearby, including Tesco. The village is 9 miles from Weston Super Mare, with a population of 72,000 people that grew out of the Victorian’s liking for seaside holidays and this tourist trade is still a mainstay of the town. The town has all the major supermarkets including Waitrose as well as the excellent Sovereign Shopping Centre. All major sports clubs are represented in the town and private Sports Clubs such as Esporta are also located here. It has good primary and secondary schooling whilst being within easy reach of independent schools.
