Summary

An opportunity to acquire a single building plot with detailed planning for a large detached house. The plot measures approximately 2784sq ft. The house is on three levels, with a basement, ground floor and first floor. The house appears large enough for a five-bedroom dwelling or for fewer bedrooms if a library and office, as shown in the plans, are required. The house will sit above the town centre with sea views from the first floor. This is a prime residential area within the town.    

The Site 

The site is mainly level with a slight slope. There is a small lock-up garage on the plot at present that will need to be removed to allow for the new development. The plot is approximately 0.04 ha (4300sq ft.) and the plans allow for a sunken courtyard garden and a further garden to the side, as well as parking. The plot will require excavation for the basement. The plot will have its own access. 

The Area

The town is in an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty on the East Devon coast. Budleigh Salterton has many local and independent shops offering traditional produce such as bakers, greengrocers and fishmongers as well as hosting a Farmer’s Market. The town has a 2.5 mile beach surrounded by the 400 ft. high cliffs above Sandy Bay. Sporting amenities are also on offer, with a golf, tennis and cricket club whilst East Budleigh is the birthplace of Sir Walter Raleigh. The nearest major town is Exmouth, a few miles along the coast. Exmouth is known as Devon’s oldest holiday resort where tourists still visit to take in the views and sea-air on Devon’s south coast. Exmouth, as the name suggests, is situated at the mouth of the River Exe and boasts a mild climate and 2 miles of sandy beach. The town also has luxury hotels, cinema, theatre, leisure centres and excellent water-sports amenities. The local population numbers about 40,000 and the City of Exeter with all its facilities is just a 25 minute journey from Exmouth Railway Station or about 12 miles by car. The town has numerous primary and secondary schools as well as Rolle College which is affiliated to the University of Plymouth. Independent schooling is also available in Exmouth at St. Peter’s School and The Dolphin School.
