Summary

A detailed planning consent has been granted for a detached 3-bedroom house of approximately 968sq. ft. The plans allow for a small garden and one off-road parking space with private access.  The new house will have a ‘cottage-style’ appearance and is within easy walking distance of the centre of the village. The existing detached 4 bedroom house and (closed) shop is in need of refurbishment. This building has had a new roof in the past few years, but would seem most suited to conversion into two semi-detached houses, (subject to planning) or perhaps a home and business such as a take-away (subject to planning).  

The Site 

 The site is level and is approximately 8300sq.ft in total including the existing house, with the new plot being approximately 2600sq.ft of this. There is an existing stone building that will need to be removed to make way for the new dwelling. The dimensions of the whole site including the existing house are therefore around 24 metres in width and 32 metres in length.   
The Area

Cam is a large village in the Cotswolds. The village has a population of around 8500 people and consequently has many amenities including shops, post office, pubs and a new Tesco supermarket, all clustered loosely around St. Bartholemew’s church. There are also plans for a Farmers Market in this area, all within walking distance of this site. The village has 3 primary schools and secondary education is available at Rednock Secondary School in the neighbouring town of Dursley. The village has both a cricket club and football club. The largest employer in the area is Cam Mills, which has been creating cloth for tennis balls since Tudor times. Independent education is available at nearby Wycliffe College and The King’s School. The neighbouring town of Dursley has a railway station and also a Sainsbury’s supermarket. The village is just 6 miles from Wotton-Under-Edge and 14 miles from Yate in North Bristol. The village is also 11 miles from Stroud. Stroud lies in England’s largest ‘Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty’ in the South Cotswolds surrounded by five valleys, with a population of around 100,000 people.    

Planning

The Council has granted a detailed planning consent for a detached dwelling. 
Services
