Summary

A detailed planning consent has been granted for a large detached four bedroom house of approximately 1980sq ft. The house has been designed in keeping with the traditional houses nearby, in a ‘barn-style’, but with modern internal features such as the gallery. The house can make use of the Draycott Stone to be reclaimed from the existing buildings which need to be demolished to allow for the new development. The plans allow for a garden, off-road parking spaces and private vehicle access.  

The Site 

The site is level and is approximately 380sq m (4100sq ft.). The site currently has stone outbuildings upon it that will need to be demolished to allow for the new house. This Draycott stone can be used for the new house.

Draycott is just two miles from Cheddar, world-renowned for the Cheddar Gorge and caves and of course Cheddar Cheese, attracting thousands of tourists to the area every year. Cheddar has excellent primary and secondary schools, including the sought-after Kings of Wessex School in the Cheddar Valley School Catchment Area. The town has two supermarkets, two very good Indian Restaurants, many varied and local shops, pubs and hotels. Water-sports activities take place at the expansive Cheddar Reservoir, whilst the town has tennis, football and rugby clubs, with a golf course at nearby Wedmore Golf Club. The City of Wells is just 6 miles from the plot. The smallest City in England, home to the Bishop of Bath and Wells for the past 800 years, who resides in the Bishop’s Palace set in 14 acres of land in the heart of Wells. The Palace is next to the spectacular 13th century Wells Cathedral. Wells offers excellent Independent education at Wells Cathedral School and The Blue School, whilst The 400 year old independent Quaker School at Sidcot is within driving distance.
