Summary

Detailed planning consent for a detached three bedroom dormer bungalow of approximately 1100sq ft located in a quiet and favoured residential location in the village of Hanham on the eastern outskirts of Bristol heading towards Bath. The plot is just 4 miles from Bristol City Centre and 9 miles from Bath, with Keynsham railway station 1 mile from the plot. Both Marks and Spencer and Asda are just a 10 minute walk from the plot.                   

The Site 

This is a clear site with a slight slope into the plot. The plans indicate a plot of approximately 2400sq ft to allow for gardens and two off road parking spaces. According to the plans the garden will measure approximately 550sq ft, whilst the bungalow will have its own access from the residential road.   

The Area

Hanham is situated on the eastern outskirts of Bristol, 4 miles from the City Centre and 9 miles from Bath. There are 60 schools within a 2.5 mile radius of Hanham whilst the Longwell Green shopping centre is also within easy reach. Hanham boasts one of the oldest pubs in Britain, The Blue Bowl, reputed to be a Roman soldier’s tavern, whilst Cromwell’s army used the pub as a regional H.Q. during the Civil War. Perhaps Hanham’s most famous contemporary resident is Stephen Merchant, co-writer of ‘The Office’, who attended Hanham High. Cribbs Causeway is a relatively easy drive whilst Bristol City Centre is some 4 miles from the site, offering all the amenities of one of England’s major Cities including two Universities, the major shopping centre at Cabot Circus, excellent independent schools and Heritage Sites such as the Clifton Suspension Bridge.   

Planning

The Council has granted a detailed planning consent for a detached 3-bedroom dormer bungalow.
