Summary

Detailed planning has been granted for a large detached four bedroom house, of approximately 2043sq.ft, with a detached garage. The plans show a traditional-style building, in keeping with the large detached neighbouring properties, on three floors to allow for views of the Sid Valley and Core Hill.  The plot is in a desirable village location and is in the catchment area of Colyton Grammar School, recently acclaimed by The Sunday Times as the ‘co-educational school of the year,’ on a par with leading independent fee-paying schools but in the state sector. The school is repeatedly in the top 10 schools in the U.K. for G.C.S.E. and within the top 5 schools for ‘A’ level results.  

The Site 

The site is approximately 7233sq.ft - 12 metres in width and 56 metres in depth. The plot allows for mature gardens, further off-road parking and a turning area. The plot has a drop of some 6.8 metres from the road entrance to the southern boundary of the plot. The site is clear. To the west of the plot are some new houses which could be easily screened-off with Leylandii hedging if required.  

The Area

Sidford is a small village on the outskirts of Sidmouth with a population of around 2100 people. The plot is within easy walking distance of Waitrose whilst the village has a post- office, shop, pharmacy and vets. The 14th century Blueball Inn was rebuilt in 2007 following a fire whilst the 12th century packhorse bridge over the River Sid is another notable landmark.  Sidmouth is just two miles from the village within an ‘Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty’ and at the gateway to the Jurassic Coast World Heritage Site. The Red Cliffs around the coast-line were formed some 240 million years ago in the Triassic period. They provide a dramatic back-drop to the esplanade and gardens of the town. The town also offers a golf-course, tennis courts and a swimming pool.

Detailed planning has been granted for the erection of a detached dwelling. 

Services

The site has access to all main services including gas. We are advised that mains connection to drainage is at the foot of the site and the owners currently use a septic tank for their property. We would advise potential purchaser’s to make their own enquiries to clarify prior to purchase.
