Summary

The site has detailed planning consent for a 55 bed care home. The plans indicate a lower ground floor of approximately 291sq m and a ground floor area of 737sq m. The first floor area is 733sq m and the 2nd floor level is 622sq m. The plans show alterations and extensions to the side and rear of the existing building to facilitate the change of use.

The Site 

The site is approximately one acre and currently has a non-trading public house on the site. The front of the building is to be retained whilst the extensions and alterations are to the side and rear of the building. The site is in a conservation area and will allow for 20 off-road parking spaces and landscaping. The site has its own access from the road. The single storey extension to the rear of the building will need to be demolished to make way for the new development. The site is level and then steps up to the garden areas.  
The Area

Stonehouse has grown from a village to a small town, with a population of around 5000 people. The town has many amenities such as primary and secondary schools, local shops, pubs, two supermarkets and a library. It is close to the M5 and has a train station with a regular service to London. The canal network is soon to be re-opened in the area and the town is known for the excellent Wycliffe College Public School. The village of Ebley is also nearby as are Sainsburys and Waitrose Supermarkets. The urban area of Stroud is just two miles away, with a population of some 100,000 people. Renowned as a cultural centre for music, theatre and the arts, Stroud has all the facilities and amenities of a major town on the edge of the Cotswolds.   

Planning

The site has a detailed planning consent from Stroud District Council. The original application number is S.09/0475/ful refused in April 2009. The appeal succeeded in January 2010, APP/C1625/A/09/2107405.
Services

The site has all main services including gas already serving the existing building. We would advise potential purchasers to make their own enquires to clarify this prior to purchase.
