Summary

Outline planning consent for three detached houses of approximately 1644sq ft each with integral garages, the three houses are stepped back from the road in a linear pattern and are therefore set back from the road. The houses back onto the lower reaches of an elevated and desirable part of the town, with private and mature gardens.                     

The Site 

This is a level site, the houses located on approximately one third of an acre, with the total area of the site, including the triangular area to the rear of neighbouring properties, approaching approximately 0.66 acres. The plans indicate the removal of the existing house and garage to allow for the development. The site fronts onto a main road between Weston and Burnham.  

Area
The plot is on the outskirts of the village of Uphill, a desirable location to the south of Weston-Super-Mare with a post office, primary school, shops and two pubs. The village also has a boat yard and is within yards of the beach. To the rear of the site, Bleadon Hill is also one of the most desirable locations in the area. The village of Bleadon has an eighteenth century pub, restaurant, village hall, church and post office. A short journey to Weston Super Mare, which has a population of 72,000 people, opens up all other amenities and facilities. The town grew out of the Victorian’s liking for seaside holidays and this tourist trade is still a mainstay of the town. The new Grand Pier re-opened in 2010 providing an all-year round amenity for locals as well as tourists. The town has all the major supermarkets including Waitrose and Sainsburys as well the excellent Sovereign Shopping Centre. All major sports clubs are represented in the town and private Sports Clubs such as Esporta are also located here. The town has good motorway connections and a main-line railway to London Paddington. The town is about 20 miles from Bristol City Centre and is popular with commuters. It has good primary and secondary schooling whilst being within easy reach of independent schools such as Q.E.H. and Badminton School in Bristol as well as Sidcot School in Winscombe and Taunton School to the south. Bristol has all the amenities of one of England’s major Cities, including two Universities, the main shopping centres at Cabot Circus and Cribbs Causeway, excellent independent schools and national treasures such as the Clifton Suspension Bridge.

The Council has granted an outline planning consent for 3 dwellings and approval to extend the time limit.
